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PARENT’S DAY OUT GUIDELINES

For most children, this is the first time they are away from parents. Here at Good Shepherd PDO we understand that.  The PDO teachers will give your child all the love and support needed during the transition to an early school setting.  Something to help with the transition is to bring a “love” from home whether it be a blanket, pacifier, stuffed animal, sippy cup, etc. Setting a routine of saying good-bye at the PDO door helps your child adjust to you leaving. There are rare occasions when a child is just not ready for school. If this should be the case, your PDO teachers will let you know other options.

Good Shepherd PDO is an outreach ministry. Our goal is to provide each child a loving and safe place to learn and grow. Each PDO teacher is CPR and First Aid certified as well as background checked. PDO works closely with the Colorado Office of Early Childhood to ensure it is up-to-date on the latest safety measures and educational trainings for teachers.

Parents Day Out runs from late August to the end of May with an optional summer program. PDO offers a wait list to anyone wishing to be on it if the program should become full. Natalie Higgins will call the families on the list in the order they are placed. PDO follows the Adams 12 School District for holidays and school breaks. If Adams 12 is closed due to inclement weather, PDO will be closed too. PDO will hold regular class sessions for the District’s late start days
